As of late, there has been a
considerable amount of talk
about the B5B Zoning Overlay
as proposed by City Planners.

This zoning amendment sug-
gests parking requirements
be imposed on new develop-
ment in the area; however,
there will potentially be direct
and indirect effects for all
Broadway stakeholders.
While all existing buildings
and properties are exempt
under a grandfather clause,
this proposal, if passed by
City Council, will apply to fu-
ture merchants, property own-
ers and developers.

The BBID has been consulted

on this proposal and has spo-
ken out on those issues that
could negatively affect devel-
opment in the Broadway area.
