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The City of Saskatoon announced a revised date of February 3, 2005 for appealing commercial, industrial or multi-family property
assessments. This revision is to accommodate all provincial acts the City must follow regarding the assessment roll.

Some of the information on the assessment roll may be considered "personal information within the meaning of The Local Government
Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act. Therefore, in accordance with the Act, the Gity of Saskatoon does not generally show
the name and mailing address of the assessed person on the assessment roll that is available for public viewing. The Cities Act, however,

requires that the assessment roll publicly show those names and addresses, but only for 30 days following the mailing of assessment
notices.

The commercial, industrial and multi-family assessment notices were mailed on Novermber 22, 2004, but the rall had not been changed over
to comply with The Cities Act at that time, and the names and mailing addresses were nat available for public inspection. This information
has now been included, and is in place for public viewing during the assessment appeal period. Therefore, the City has revised the commer-
cialfindustrial/multi-family appeal deadline to ensure everyone has the required time to inspect the rall. An amended assessment natice will
be mailed on January 4, 2005 to these property owners, who then have 30 days to appeal, as per The Cities Act.
