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Protocol for dealing with panhandlers

The BBID has asked Saskatoon City Police to provide guidance on how merchants should deal with panhandling
and other unwanted solicitations on Broadway. Constable Tracy Shepherd, Liaison Officer for the east side, has
established appropriate protocol for dealing with such activity. She offers the following advice to merchants for
handling any individual(s) who approach you or your customers in any such unwanted manner:

1. Approach the offending person and ask them to leave. Inform them that their activity is not permitted here.

2. If there is any resistance to the request, or any abusive or threatening behaviour, call the Saskatoon Police Ser-
vice main switchboard at 975-8300. An officer will be dispatched to the scene. The officer will then instruct the
offender to leave.

3. Document every instance of such action and provide a copy by e-mail to:

4. If, at any time, or on any occasion, you feel your life or your customers’ lives are endangered, please call 911.

These defined courses of action are designed to discourage individuals, over time, from engaging in unwanted ac-
tivity at your premises altogether. Should further measures be required to eliminate such problems, Constable
Shepherd is in a position to advise us as to further options.
